2014 Albany Berkeley CERT Citywide Exercise Incident Signs

These signs are a template for “incident signs” if your Group is practicing Damage Assessment during this Exercise. Your group’s teams can use your version of these signs to report and respond to your IC during the exercise. 

Instructions for use:

1. Choose how many and what kind of incidents your group will use from the Damage Assessment Activity Guide.  Or make up your own.  This document is in MS Word Format so that you can edit the incident field.
2. Print double sided, fold and post around your neighborhood. 

NOTES:

The front of each incident sign has a space to write the address of the Neighborhood Incident Command Post so neighbors who may have missed your pre-Exercise announcements can join in and/or get more information. 

Incidents can have information for damage assessment teams searching the neighborhood (side 1) and additional information for other teams that would be dispatched based on the damage assessment team’s report (side 2).  You make the decision about how complex each incident will be based on your group’s experience and skill set.
