Laureate do each year?

* publicly presents to the City
at least 4 new poems for
public occasions

* holds a poetry workshop for
Albany schoolchildren

* holds a public reading

* participates in activities that
promote poetry throughout
the community

Length of appointment

The appointment of Poet
Laureate 1s for 2 years,
beginning on July 1, 2011.

Payment

The Poet Laureate in years
2011-2013 is an entirely
honorary position.

Qualifications

The Albany Poet Laureate must

have lived or worked in
Albany for at least 6 months
prior to the application
deadline date

have a proven record of
publication

have a record of active
contribution and community
involvement as a poet

To apply

Submit 1 digital (on CD)
and 5 hard-copy sets of the
following materials:

evidence that you meet the
qualifications (photocopies of
published works, statement
of residence or employment,
news clips, web printouts,
etc.)

your resume and contact
information

2 personal or professional ref-
erences (maximum 300 words

each)

* no more than 20 pages of
selections from your work,
published or unpublished

* a personal statement not
to exceed 500 words about
why you are interested in the
position and what activities
and goals you want to pursue
during your appointment

* [optional] a video (mpg)
or recording (mp3) of you
reciting your work

Finalists will be invited to an
interview before the Selection
Committee.
