SCHEDULE & SET-OUT INFORMATION

= Wheel carts to street curbside by 7:00 a.m. on your
collection day. Residential collection will be provided
Monday through Friday from 7:00 am. to 7:00 p.m.

Do not overload carts; lids must close. Overage fees may
apply to overflowing carts.

Place dry-cell household batteries in a sealed heavy duty
plastic bag on top of your gray recycling cart.

Place cell phones in a sealed heavy duty plastic bag on top
of your gray recycling cart.

For occasional extras, 30 gallon paper garden bags for yard trimmings and 32 gallon
Bag-its for garbage may be purchased from Waste Management by calling (510)
613-8710. Paper gardening bags may also be found at many hardware stores.

The standard cart size for recycling (gray cart) and organics (green cart) is a 64 gallon
cart. Residents may increase cart size up to a 96 gallon cart at no additional charge.
Contact Waste Management at (510) 613-8710 to increase your recycling or
organics cart size. A fee applies for additional organics carts

Holidays are Thanksgiving, Christmas and New Year's Day. When a holiday falls on a
weekday, pickup will be one day later for the rest of that week.
