entrepreneurs building our economy, scientists and engineers, educators and social leaders, and

WHEREAS, the City of Albany declared itself a Sanctuary City recognizing the dignity 

and civil rights of all community members including the right of all community members to live, 
work, and study in a City that does not subject them to prejudicial treatment or discrimination: and
